Questions - Questions are sentences that ask you something. They usually end with a question mark.
Commands - Commands are sentences that tell you to do something. They are often urgent or angry and can be very short.
Exclamations - Exclamations are sentences that begin with ‘what’ or ‘how’. They are full sentences, include a verb and end with an exclamation mark.

Sentence types

Simple Sentences - A simple sentence contains a subject and a verb e.g. The baby cried for food.

Compound Sentences - Basically, a compound contains two simple sentences. These independent clauses are joined by a conjunction (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, because, so). e.g. The baby cried for food because she was hungry. 

Complex Sentences - A complex sentence contains a main clause and an independent clause to add additional information e.g. The baby cried for food, after his mother had changed his nappy.
