	Use everything C3PO (Content, provenance, own knowledge). Keep to the topic and period shown in the question. Two short paragraphs, two aspects of the source. Focus on positives, how is the source is USEFUL!

	Explain the significance of …
	Explain why a development was important, can be positive and negative. 
To assess the importance of the discovery. Consider:
· what was the situation before?
· Short term impact – opposition.
· Longer term impact, what did it lead to?
	8 = 12 mins.

	3
	Compare … In what ways are they similar / different?
	Specific knowledge of both periods of time. Focused on only similarities OR differences – read the question. At least two developed points.
	8 = 12 mins.

	4
	Essay question – factors.
	Structured plan! Keep to the topic and period shown in the question. Clear focus on the factor in the question with examples. At least two other factors considered. Consider their relative importance. Clear conclusion.  Power of 3: 3 factors, 3 examples for each factor, 3 time periods covered + clear and justified conclusion

	How far do you agree with this interpretation – convincing question
	CONVINCING =CONTENT Focus only on content – provenance is not important. 
Focus on describing what is convincing and state how it is supported by your knowledge. Aim for 2 aspects. (You could describe what is not convincing and state how your knowledge challenges the view shown, but can get full marks focusing only on what IS convincing)
	8 = 12 mins.

	2
	Explain what was important about – significance question
	Think about what happened and why it was significant. What was the impact, why was it important, what were the consequences? Focus carefully on the key feature or development in the Q. Each point you make support with your own knowledge and link back to the question.
	8 = 12 mins.

	3
	Write an account
	Detailed, ordered account with specific knowledge. Reach judgements on the issue within the question. Clear structure and organisation e.g., factors/chronology.
	8 = 12 mins.

	How do two interpretations differ?
	INSIDE THE BOX -Developed analysis of the two interpretations. Do not use provenance. Show differences based on the content. Go beyond surface detail – what do the interpretations infer?
	4 = 6 mins.

	2
	Why do two interpretations differ?
	OUTSIDE THE BOX: USE PROVENANCE Time, Author, Purpose (T.A.P) or PANDA (Purpose, Author, Nature, Date, Audience). You must link the provenance of the source to your own knowledge to reach a clear conclusion about why the interpretations differ.
	4 = 6

	3
	How convincing are these interpretations?
	BRAIN BOX Use your own knowledge to consider how convincing each interpretation is. Refer to both interpretations. Come to a justified judgement on which interpretation you find most convincing (accurate).
	8 = 12 mins.

	4
	Describe... recall specific information.
	Detailed and relevant knowledge. Do not just identify 2 examples, describe, and explain, relate what you know to the question.

	4 = 6 mins.

	5
	In what ways did change impact on Germany - 
	Explain the changes or effects of change with detailed and relevant knowledge. Explore how much change there was, how quickly it took place and whether everyone experienced the same change, or whether there were different changes over time.
	8 =- 12 mins.

	6
	Essay question – two key points to consider.
	Consider the importance of each factor. Maintain focus on the question. Aim for a consistent argument throughout your answer if possible. How might the two bullet points link? Clear and supported judgement/conclusion at the end
	12 = 18 mins.
